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Procedure for trial lectures and disputations
Trial lectures
The committee administrator or the Faculty Dean introduces the doctoral candidate.

Disputations
A disputation shall normally last maximum three and a half hours plus a break. It starts with the doctoral candidate giving an account of the purpose and results of his/her scientific investigation. The presentation shall not exceed 20 minutes. Then follows a discussion about the dissertation between the opponents and the doctoral candidate. In the event that the opponents have special comments regarding the formal aspects of the dissertation, such comments should usually be given by the second opponent.     

Each opponent has normally between one and one and a half hour to present his or her opposition, including the dialogue with the doctoral candidate. Oppositions ex auditorio should be well prepared, be precise, and aim to broaden the discussion. Any person present may speak as an opponent ex auditorio. Opposition ex auditorio shall take place before the second opponent presents his or her opposition and should not exceed 10 minutes for each opponent ex auditorio.    

Procedure:

· The procession enters the auditorium, with the doctoral candidate first, followed by the first opponent, the second opponent, the third member of the committee, and finally the person presiding at the disputation.

· The person presiding gives a brief introduction (cf section 10 paragraph 6 of the Regulations).

· Persons who wish to speak as opponents ex auditorio are requested to give notice during the break of their intention to speak. 

· The doctoral candidate presents his or her dissertation and gives an account of the purpose and results of the scientific investigation.

· The first ordinary opponent presents his or her opposition.

· The procession leaves the auditorium.

· Break.

· The procession enters the auditorium.

· Announcement of opposition(s) ex auditorio.

· Opponents ex auditorio, if any, present their oppositions.

· The second ordinary opponent presents his or her opposition.

· The person presiding concludes the disputation.

· The committee leaves in a procession and gets together for a meeting.

· The committee enters in a procession and announces its decision.

· The doctoral candidate retires.

Social celebration
Lunch, if any, under or after the disputation for the doctoral candidate, the person presiding at the disputation, the committee and the supervisor will be paid by the Faculty.
